MEDICAL FORMS: BSA requires a current Health History, completed 
and signed by parent or guardian, for all campers, staff, pack leaders, 
parents, and non-scout children. * Any person checking in without a 
health form properly completed will not be allowed to participate and sent 
home!!!* 
All registered participants are covered by liability and health and accident 
insurance, which is in effect during Day Camp and while traveling to and 
from camp. Medical forms are available from your Cubmaster or Leader.
